advised. After spending about an hour with them I wanted to
take leave as I had given time to a friend. But, by that time I
had another seven persons surrounding me who were making
fervent appeals that I should fill up their forms as well.
Musing, while walking home, “There is a job for every retired
person if he is interested. Only thing we require is to leave our
homes and reach the people and divert our attention from our
own children to these companions of ours, around us.

Harsh reality is that for 90% of Indians, life revolves around
their children and it continues till we don't say good bye to this
world. For most of the time we are thinking about our children
irrespective of where on the Globe he or she is. Home may be
the best place but if we cage our selves in its four walls, then it
can leave us glum and depressed also. Constant gaze at the
walls of the house can radiate despair where as the nature and
people we meet in the open, radiate liveliness and freshness.
Best thing about the elderly people in Europe and other
western countries is that they use all their resources at their
disposal to make their old age comfortable. They do not sit at
home, come out smartly dressed and enjoy their time in the
parks and restaurants. Those who have physically impaired
try to make up by getting a suitable aid and will not hesitate to
spend on the latest equipments which can make him able.

Today many of us in the middle and higher income group have
enough money for our old age needs. Yes, it is always less if
we think that we should die in a high end hospital in India or in
America. It is again inadequate if we want to keep our children

ependent on us through out our life for their needs like

housing, marriage expenses, car and super high education.
We have three options before us. First, after we have crossed
sixty we continue to do a job which gives us money. Nothing
wrong with it, it is better than sitting idle in the four walls of
the house. Second, to take up such jobs where we don't earn
wealth but nothing goes from our pocket also. This option is
better than the first. The third option is that we decide to spend
part of our earnings and savings for good causes, for the
benefit of those who are not as privileged as we are, called
Nishkam Seva-selfless service. This option is the best if you
can afford it. All three types of activities take you away from
the four-walls of the home and keep you active but the
happiness that we get from second and third type of activities
is eternal and this keeps us away from loneliness and
expectations from children, the main cause of depression and
despair.

However, this is possible only when we change our attitude to
life and children. First, we should not live imprisoned in the
glamour and status of the job we had before retirement. The
earlier we free ourselves the better it is for our happiness.
Second, we live our own life and let our children live their
own. Why should I bother if my child is not having his own
house? I should create my own family in this new phase of life
and in new environment.

Love begets love. When I do some thing good for the other, he
will also be drawn to me and this is how a relationship
develops.

His circumstances
automatically develop an intellectual struggle in his mind.
This struggle unfolds his inner capacity, and consequently he
emerges as an intellectually developed person.One who is
born in a state of affluence could become intellectually
dwarfed, while one who is born in poor circumstances could
emerge an intellectual giant.
