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within and one could reach Him by meditation. He 
believed that the ignorance was the cause of all 
miseries and it was the duty of every Arya to annihilate 
gloom of ignorance by burning a candle of knowledge.  

He believed in looking at the world as a one unit in the 
spirit of Vedic Sukti-Vasudhaiva Kutumbakam- entire 
world is one family. Best summarized in principles of 
Arya Samaj- “the prime object of the Arya Samaj is to 
do good to the world, that is, to promote physical, 
spiritual and social good of every one.”-----“no one 
should be content with promoting his/ her well being 
only; on the contrary, one should look for his/her well 
being in promoting the well being of all”.  

He proclaimed very strongly that one has not to stick to 
any dogmas even if inherited from the people of 
wisdom. Once such beliefs fail to withstand the 
supremacy of reasoning and truth in the light of new 
revelations, these should be parted with, best 
manifested in this principle of Arya Samaj------'one 
should always be ready to accept truth and to 
renounce what surfaces as untruth”

Mahatma Vidur says in Niti shataka----whether people 
shower adulations or  condemn them, whether their act 
gets them wealth, name and fame or not, whether they 
live hundred years or die today itself in their pursuit, a 
few people never renounce the path of righteousness in 
their mission. Maharishi Dayanand Saraswati, the 
founder of Arya Samaj was one such character.. 

 When Swami Dayanand Saraswati, after acquiring 
knowledge of Vedas, started his crusade against 
profaned form of Vedic religion, the condition of Indian 
society was abominable, especially in the context of 
women and low castes. Vested interests in Hindu 
religion had misused Vedas and other religious texts, by 
resorting to interpolations and wrong interpretation, to 
create an unequal society. He proved that the Vedanta 
being practiced then was diametrically opposed to the 
spirit of the Vedas. He trampled underfoot the 
orthodoxy which prohibited study of Vedas by women 
and dalits and declared that the teaching of Vedas 
transcended barriers of sex, caste, faith, religion and 
geographical boundaries. He believed that the four 
Vedas were the repository of knowledge having germs 
of all sciences. To a query why God gave Vedas, Swami 
Dayanand replied that when the merciful God had 
created air, water, plants, fruits, rivers, mountains, 
minerals etc. for the enjoyment and happiness of his 
subjects, how could He----the bestower of perfect 
happiness, the embodiment of all knowledge----have 
left out revealing the knowledge to use these unto them 
to realize dharma, artha, kama and moksha, the 
ultimate goal of human life. And Vedas are all about this 
knowledge.

To him, truth was the master word of Vedic teachings- 
truth in the soul, truth in the vision, truth in the intention 
and truth in the act. Arya was a man of superior 
principles and character and Arya Samaj which he 
founded was an assembly of good people. The Samaj 
postulates in principle equal justice for all men together 
with equality of the sexes. It repudiates a hereditary 
caste system and only recognizes profession as the 
basis for classification of society into Brahmins, 
Kshatriyas, Vaishs and dalits.

According to Swami ji, there is one God who is 
omnipresent and omnipotent, the Creator and Sustainer 
of this Universe, unborn, just and merciful. He has no 
image and since He is all-pervasive, He could be felt

by the time food is served you indulge yourself just to 
spoil a plate. Many don't mind leaving behind a lot of 
unconsumed food.

Point is if 'idli dosa' can travel from South to North why 
not these beautiful customs whose aroma is more 
pronounced than that of 'sambre'.. We all pose ourselves 
to be the champions of woman equality but it can 
happen only when we walk the talk by making marriage 
ceremony a simple affair. These flowery words, “We 
don't want anything except that our guests should be 
taken care of well and venue should be good” have 
greater burden on girl's parents than the old time dowry. 
At least those things given in dowry were helpful to the 
boy and girl to start their new phase of life but here every 
thing goes in to air like a smoke.  Please think over.

Recently, we had a very pleasant and 
soul uplifting experience of attending a 
South Indian marriage in our old 
friends circle at Goregaon in  Mumbai. 
Both bride and groom were IT 
professionals and well employed too. 
Their parents were also very highly 
placed. The marriage was on a Sunday 

and was arranged in a community hall. Time was from 
10AM to 1 PM. Rituals of marriage started dot at 10AM 
and continued for two hours. Both 
bride and groom were in simple 
traditional attire. All male family 
members were  in dhoti. Best part 
was that the couple and their 
respect ive  family  members  
participated in the rituals very 
piously.  After the ceremony was 
over, bride and groom accepted 
compliments and pleasantries in 
same traditional attire. There were 
no designer dresses or hairdo or any 
beautician to prepare them for the 
special day.  No snacks, chat, cold 
drinks or coffee were served. Yes, 
there was drinking water.

 At 12.30 sharp, we were requested 
to move for lunch. We were seated 
on simple tables coupled with 
wooden chairs. Around 250 guests 
from both sides partook of the food that was served on 
banana leaf. The food course comprised eight dishes. We 
ate to our heart's content and relished every delicacy, 
being served by individual men, in steel buckets with 
serving spoons. They'd ensure that one has as much as 
one wanted but not for leaving behind on plate. After 
lunch, every guest was presented with a special Ladoo 
packet and an idol of Ganesha.

While returning with another Punjabi friend in his car, 
we were in a thoughtful mood.  Overwhelmed by the 
sheer simplicity of what we had seen, we were busy 
mulling over the big fat Punjabi wedding. In the last 
decade, we have noticed how even choosing the 
wedding venue in North India has become a big issue. A 
few invites take you 25 Km away from the town for the 
two hours ceremony and others settle for a star hotel. 
The ceremony is generally in the night and you're lucky 
if the 'barat' arrives by 11Pm. By then most guests have

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did everything they could to harm each other and there 
was, of course, no question of any trust between them. 
At the time of partition, Kharaiti had to leave suddenly 
and urgently. The only person he met before his 
departure was Rasool. He asked him to look after his 
property and handed him the keys. But he came away 
with the certainty that Rasool would take possession of 
his house and his shop even before he had left the limits 
of Lyallpur.

Kharaiti never returned to Lyallpur, 
there was nothing for him to return to. 
But his son, like so many second-
generation refugees, felt compelled to 
go back. You can imagine his surprise 
when Rasool, forgetting the long years 
of hatred and acrimony, not only 
welcomed him with open arms but also 
handed over the keys to both his father's 
properties.

The son couldn't help but voice his 
father's

apprehensions. Rasool smiled. “Yes, we 
hated each other, but how could I have 
faced my Maker on judgement day if I 
had violated your father's trust?”

The son sold both the properties and 
returned to India, a richer man, in more 
ways than one.

Trust is not merely a matter of long years 
of correctly placed faith. Often you lose 
it where you are sure of it and you find it 

where you least expect to find it. It depends on how 
strong the conscience of the trustee is at the moment 
when this trust is put to the test -- and this is not always 
borne out by how strong it has been in the past. 

THE dictionary defines the word 'trust' as 'a firm belief 
or reliance on the strength, character and behaviour of a 
person.' By implication, trust is given and won after long 
years of positive experience between two individuals. 
Conversely, there would never be room for trust 
between two people who have had only negative 
experiences with each other. But there are enough 
exceptions to show that this is an over-simplification.

The Nawab of a small state in Punjab owned a beautiful 
cottage near one of the quaint 
railway stations on the Kalka- 
Shimla line. The family spent six 
months every year in this cottage 
and built up a strong and beautiful 
relationship with the station master 
and his family. There was total trust 
and faith between the two families. 
When partition took place, it was 
natural, and, perhaps, inevitable, 
that the Nawab should leave the 
cottage in the care of the station 
master. It was understood that when 
the situation normalised, he would 
come back and reclaim his property. 
The Nawab returned after 20 years 
to find that not only had the station 
master taken possession of the 
cottage, but had also, with the 
connivance of  the  revenue 
au thor i t i e s ,  ob ta ined  l ega l  
ownership. He returned to Pakistan 
a broken hearted man. 

On the outskirts of the city of Lyallpur lived Kharaiti 
Ram, who ran a small kiryana shop. His neighbour, one 
Mohammad Rasool, also ran a kiryana shop. Over the 
years, the business rivals became bitter enemies. They

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It is quite possible that organization has corrupt and 
inefficient officers who have developed vested interests 
over a period of time and the new CEO is in the know of 
the things.

Other 
issues of governance like law and order, social harmony, 
communal harmony, respect of constitution, 
observance of   laws and procedures in the discharge of 
duties, respect of international covenants and treaties 
merit equal importance. If these are ignored, 
implications can be catastrophic as one could see in 
Delhi in the last one month. But, then we should not 
forget that once the governance is good, corruption can 
not stay for a long.

AAP with its 
spectacular performance in 
t h e  D e l h i  a s s e m b l y  
elections not only changed 
the  con f igu ra t i on  o f  
political chess board, but its 
49 days rule has thrown up a 
very sensitive issue for the 
political pundits to ponder 
over ----can governance be 
made subservient to society 
transformation mission, 
what looks to be the long 
nourished obsession with 
AAP's top leader and last 
CM  of Delhi Mr Arvind 
Khejeriwal? In other words 
can you revolt against the 
system despite being the 
part it, as the governing 
head?

 First we need to appreciate that good 
governance is like a heart in the body. If heart is working 
alright, blood reaches everywhere and chances of body 
breakdown are very rare. On the other hand, if the heart 
malfunctions, health break down is inevitable. It applies 
to every such unit which involves people, money and use 
of resources right from a small organization to a state/ 
country. Even a small house needs good governance for 
prosperity and happiness in the sense that without good 
governance, even good earnings can turn a family in to a 
virtual hell. The five important pillars of good 
governance are—to have a set of rules and laws--- 
known as constitution when it comes to a state or 
country, to stick to the framed procedures and rules 
while running the govt. or enterprise, delivery of justice 
according to the laws and constitution, to take care of the 
basic needs of the members/citizens for their physical, 
mental and cultural well being and the last being, 
protection of the members/citizens and of their rights, 
dignity and freedom. Undisputedly, rules and 
procedures have to be amended from time to time but 
there is always a right forum for that. It can not be 
achieved by restoring to street shows or anarchism. I 
give the example of a new CEO joining a company 
which provides livelihood to a few thousand employees.

Viewed in these terms, Vedas are the fountainhead of 
all wisdom. The wisdom contained in it not only helps 
us expand our minds but it also imparts practical 
lessons on how we can live our life to achieve Moksha, 
eternal bliss which is also the objective of human life 
according to Vedas..

In doing so, it helps us balance both our internal lives 
as well as the actions we ought to pursue in the 
external world. The idea lies in helping the aspirant 
develop equanimity of mind, internal tranquility and 
grasping the fundamental elements of the art, science 
and craft of performing our actions mindfully, 
skillfully and selflessly. Vedas have the germs of all 
sciences and nature and properties of matter and the 
soul are propounded in just accordance with what they 
really are. Only Divine creation could meet such lofty 
character.  

In Western philosophy, the term philosophy is often 
understood to mean love for knowledge. It is a 
predominantly intellectual exercise and deals mainly 
with man's relationship with the universe around 
him. Its focus is centered upon the outer world 
comprising forms of matter and motion, or the world 
as it is experienced by the five senses.

In contrast, Eastern philosophy does not use the word 
philosophy. In the hallowed tradition of Vedanta, the 
term philosophy is replaced by Brahma Vidya. Its focus 
is centered upon that knowledge that enables one to 
realize Brahman as the Self that pervades all. In this 
tradition, self-realization is the purpose of human life. 
This means that life has been accorded to human beings 
for the purpose of realizing their true identity.

This constitutes the major difference between the 
Eastern and Western traditions. In the former, the 
emphasis is on self-awakening, transcending the ego 
and the notion of 'I' and 'mine'. It is about engaging the 
world with a view to transcending it. In the latter,
