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Triennial Election of the Arya Sabha

Triennial Election of 18 members to sit on

the Managing Committee of the Arya Sabha Mau-
ritius for the period 2015-2018 was held on Sun-
day 29 March 2015. It was conducted by the
Electoral commission for the fourth time.

Ever since the Arya Paropkarini and the
Pratinidhi Sabha were amalgamated to form the
Arya Sabha Mauritius, in the 1950's every three
years general Elections were held. Formerly 12
members were elected, only this year after amend-
ment of the constitution instead 12 members 18
have been elected.

As usual at 11.00 a.m. the General Assem-
bly was held followed by the election at12.00 and
closed at 5.00. Out of a number of 1700 registered
electors 1170 came to fulfil their civic duties.

There were two groups which contested the
election : the Diya group and the other which had
flag as their symbol.

Counting exercise began at about six and
ended at about eight at night. Eventually the Diya
Group was able to get all the eighteen members
elected.

In one week time the elected members
have the right to nominate six members. The Ex-
ecutive Committee will consist of 24 members.
Who will set up their Executive Committee : The
President, the Vice-President, the Secretary, the
Assistant Secretary, the Treasurer and the Assis-
tant Treasurer.

Arya Sabha Mauritius is a non-governmen-
tal organisation which receives religious subsidy
to the tune of 4.5 million rupees to do social work

We shall always
cherish —what we have achieved, But What Follow Next? The battle is over. The war is yet to be won!

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HINDU EDUCATION AUTHORITY COMMITTEE

The Hindu Education Authority, a legal body func-
tioning under the aegis of Arya Sabha Mauritius manages
the two primary schools and one Pre-primary school. The
first one is Pandit Cashinath Kistoe Hindu Aided School,
classified among the star schools in the district of Plaine
Wilhems and is located at Vacoas with a school population
of 1,400 pupils and around 60 teaching and 9 non-teaching
staff. This school has high performance. The Pre-primary
school with a school operates under the same name. The
second one, Ramsaroop Ramgutty Hindu Aided school
with a school population of 400 pupils and is located at
Laventure. Its performance is of good standard.

The Board of Management of Hindu Education Au-
thority, working in close collaboration with school Admin-
istration and the PTA, is composed of : Mr. Satyadeo
Peerthum Arya Ratna, OSK,CSK- (Chairman), Mr. Surya
Prakash Torul, PDSM, Arya Bhushan — (Secretary), Mr.
Mooneeswar Seetaram — (Manager, PCK-AVHAS), Mr. De-
oduth Dabeea MSK, Arya Bhushan, (Manager, RR-
AVHDS), Mr. Raj Sobrun (Manager ASM)- Members, Dr.
Roodrassen Neewoor GOSK, Arya Bhushan , Dr. Mrs.
Sarojini Saddul-Hauzaree, Mr. Narainduth Dookhy, Mr.
Navesh Ramdhuny, Mr.Robindranath Ramgutty, Mr.
Jayram Mahadeea, Dr. Vidoor Dilchand, Mr. Sattyanand
Pelladooa and Mrs. Bhageeavattee Adnath.

With the sudden demise of the secretary Mr Surya
Prakash Torul, PDSM, in the month of September 2014, Mr
S.Pelladooa has been nominated secretary of the Board.

The Headmasters and the Presidents of PTA are
convened to attend Board Meetings in observer capacity.
The Board of Management meets regularly every month or
as often as possible, when need arises, to consider, examine
and decide on the policy matters and to adopt the right di-
rection for a sound management of the both schools and to
that pertaining to the Authority.

With the standing agreement the management
and administration of both schools are on two parallel lines
i.e. the academic side is taken care of by the Ministry of
Education and Human Resources while other aspects like
logistics and infrastructure fall under the responsibility of
Hindu Education Authority and Arya Sabha Mauritius.
Those parents of pupils from outside catchment area but
being members/well wishers of Arya Samaj seeking admis-
sion the PCK Hindu Aided School has the right to seek and
secure a seat for admission in Standard I at the Aryan Vedi
Hindu Aided School. The teachers of Stds V and V1 using
the classroom of the schools to give private tuition are au-
thorised to make use of premises after school hours.
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ADMISSION IN STD I AND PRE-PRIMARY SCHOOL
It is secret for nobody that there is a high demand
for admission in Std 1 at PCK Hindu Aided School from
the catchment area and equally from outside. The one from
catchment area get their admission straightaway. But a se-
lection exercise is carried out among those applicants com-
ing from outside the catchment area. As a general principle
100 seats are allocated to the Arya Samajist members, tak-
ing into consideration their adherence to the Arya Samaj,
however the list has to be approved by the Ministry con-
cerned prior to the admission prior to the admission being
effected. The same exercise applies for the PCK Pre-Pri-
mary School.

THE SCHOOL BUILDING / POPULATION AND STAFF

DAV College Morcellement St Andre is one of the
very few private secondary schools located on a wide
stretch of land exceeding 5 acres. We have presently a pop-
ulation of 1121 and will reach a target of over 1200 by
2016. It is to be noted that we started operating solely as a
Form I to V school in 2005 with a population of only 115.
With a change in government in 2006 and a different policy
in education, we opted for a F I — F VI formula and we are
now in our 10th year. In 2010 it was the first time our stu-
dents (who joined us in Form I in 2006) took part in SC ex-
aminations and our performance was the best among the
private colleges in Zone 1; 2012 was the best year when
pupils who joined us in 2006 sat for HSC exams.

The Year 2014 for the Mauritius Arya Yuvak
Sangh (MAYS) has been again under the Presidency
of Mrs Poonum Sookun-Teeluckdharry supported by
all other Co-ordinators of the different Arya Yuvak
Sangh Shakhas around the island.

4) Other Yuvak Samajas which have been revived is
the one in Bois Rouge, Goodlands and Surinam.
5)  Our Yuvak Sangh Day was a major event again
attended by large numbers at the RTI, Ilot on 15th Au-
gust 2014 with the Chief Guest being His Excellency
the President Mr Rajkeshwur Purryag.
6) A new website of the Arya Sabha Mauritius has
been created and we have made demands from the
Managing Committee that a few Yuvas and Coordi-
nators be trained by the Arya Sabha so that Yuvas can
update our programs and utilise it better for greater
awareness with blogging facilities and we are await-
ing for the approval of the Managing Committee.
7) As to the social activities, a restricted number of
activities have been organised due to a lack of support
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from the previous Ministry of Youth and also due to
the change in the political scene, many yuvas were
seen to be more participating in the electoral process
and now that there is a new government in place, we
hope to be able to run our Yuvak Sangh in a more
peaceful and organised manner.

The Mauritius Arya Yuvak Sangh has in-
creased in its numbers however demand has been
made to the Managing committee for the encourage-
ment to be obtained from the teaching staffs of the
two different colleges which are run under the aegis
of the Arya Sabha Mauritius, namely the DAV Col-
leges of Morcellement St Andre and Port Louis. The
Yuvak Sangh saw a lesser participation of these two
colleges in the Yuva activities and a renaissance is
needed in the Arya Samaj families.

We conclude by saying that this renaissance
has to be felt in our society but however must start at
the base of each and every Samajist parivaar. Yaha
Aum ka Jhanda and the Aum ki Dhwani must be
flown and heard in every single house on a daily basis
and at least on a weekly basis in each Samaj. This is
the task undertaken by the new team of Mauritius
Arya Yuvak Sangh whose assistance is praiseworthy
as they have all been working voluntarily without a
single cent being paid to them. This Shram Daan will
be commemorated in a Magazine which will be
lauched by the MAYS which is among the last activity
under this team’s dedication.

The Jaydaad Committee is constituted of rep-
resentatives from all Zila Parishads.

1. Objectives

The objectives of the committee are to ensure
that (i) all the properties are properly secured, (ii) the
properties are kept clean and (iii) optimum use is
made of all the properties belonging to Arya Sabha
Mauritius.

2. Database of Properties

A database of all assets belonging to the Arya
Sabha is now available. Surveys have been carried on
some sites where the boundary lines were not clear or
where there were some disputes. Itis a fact, that such
exercises will now be ongoing as and when such is-
sues arise. Following these surveys, in some places
boundary walls have been constructed, and the prop-
erties secured. Constructions of other such boundary
walls are in the pipeline.

3. Properties on lease

Deeds of lease have been updated and all
leases are closely monitored.
4. Renovation of Mandirs

It had been observed that some of our
‘mandirs” are in a bad condition. The committee has
requested the Management Committee to give special
attention to these cases. In this context, the Manage-
ment Committee has approved renovation works to
be carried out on at least two “mandirs’ in each dis-
trict. The committee was in presence of several re-
quests from various branches. All of them were
considered and the committee selected two “mandirs’
from each district. Strict criteria have been applied
for the selection of these ‘mandirs’. Consequently, it
was decided to disburse substantial funds for the fol-
lowing ‘mandirs’:

1. Flacq district: Ernest Florent Arya Samaj and Brisee
Verdiere Arya Samaj

2. Grand Port district: Anse Jonchee Arya Samaj and
L'Escalier Arya Samaj

3. Moka district: Nouvelle Decouverte Arya Samaj
and Hermitage Arya Samaj

4. Pamplemousses District: Morcellement St. Andre
(Hamlet) Arya Samaj and Gowshal Arya Samaj

5. Plaines Wilhems district : Forest Side Derby Arya
Samaj and Bassin Rd. Arya Samaj

6. Port Louis: Vallee Pitot Arya Samaj

7. Riviere du Rempart district : Grand Bay Arya
Samaj and Roche Terre Arya Samaj

8. Savanne: Chamouny Arya Samaj and St. Aubin
Arya Samaj

9. Black River district : Le Morne Arya Samaj and Bel
Ombre Arya Samaj

It should be pointed out that works on some
of these ‘mandirs” have already been completed while
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on some others works are in progress.

During the next year, we expect renovation
works to be carried out on more “‘mandirs’. The com-
mittee is very willing to speed up works on as many
‘mandirs” as possible. It should be clear that these
will be carried out on a priority basis applying strict
criteria. Help of Samaj members, government author-
ities and well wishers will also be sought for this ex-
ercise.

Apart from the above, minor works have been
carried out on various ‘mandirs’ in almost all districts.
5. Optimum Use of Properties

Every effort will also be made to make an op-
timum use of our properties. Bare lands are being
identified and samaj members are encouraged to
come forward with some projects to make optimum
use of these properties in their respective regions.

6. Conclusion

The committee is fully aware of the expectations of all
our members as regards the use of the Arya Sabha’s
properties and will do its maximum to meet these ex-
pectations.
